










Libraries, Beyond Dewey Decimal. Libraries in Windows 7 enable 
users to instantly organize files that are located across a number of 
different locations (file folders on a hard drive, file shares indexed on 
remote machines, etc.) using metadata about these files. When  
opening a library the user gets an aggregated view of the data in  
all locations that constitute the library. 

By default, there are four libraries created by Windows 7: Documents, 
Pictures, Music, and Videos. Each of these libraries have preset file 
arrangement views that are specific to the type of metadata that is 
usually stored in these files. For example, you can arrange the files in 
the Documents library by author to help you see content created by a 
specific person. 

Locations can be added or removed from a library. New libraries can 
also be created by the user to organize their data or removed if no 
longer needed.

Data in a library is indexed for faster searches. When searching within 
an indexed location, the search box in the upper right corner of the 
explorer window provides you a query builder. The query builder will 
suggest possible parameters to filter your search based on the files in 
the scope of your search.

Power ON
Smart Power Display. The display on a typical mobile PC consumes  
more battery power than any other part of the computer. Windows 7  
automatically reduces display brightness after a period of inactivity,  
much like cell phones do today. However, Windows 7 intelligently 
adapts to your activity. For example, if the screen dims after 30  
seconds and you immediately move the mouse to brighten the  
display, Windows 7 will wait 60 seconds before dimming the  
display again.

You Have the Power. On the Windows 7 Start Menu, the default 
power option is a simple Shut Down. If this isn’t your usual action, you 
can easily change your default to Switch User, Log Off, Lock, Restart, 
or Sleep. Right-click the Start button, select Properties, and under the 
Start Menu tab, select the “Power button action” that suits you best.

Privacy When You Need It. Internet Explorer 8, with Windows 7,  
includes a nifty new enhancement called InPrivateTM Browsing.  
InPrivate Browsing helps prevent browsing history, temporary  
Internet files, form data, cookies, and usernames/passwords from  
being retained by the browser. 

You can start an InPrivate session straight from the Internet Explorer 
Jump List by right-clicking the Internet Explorer icon on the taskbar,  
and then click “Start InPrivate Browsing.”

Instant Results with Visual Search. While we’re on the subject  
of Internet Explorer 8, we should tell you about the new search  
capabilities with Visual Search. Internet Explorer 8 is partnering with 
top search providers like Bing, Wikipedia, Yahoo, Amazon, and others 
to help deliver immediate answers along with available imagery as you 
type your search query. For example, start typing “Isaac Newton” and 
Bing will show you a preview of related articles directly in the Search 
Box drop-down. 

In addition, Search will use your browsing history to narrow the  
suggestions, so if you see what you’re looking for, you can go to  
the link without finishing your request.

Speeding Up Your Speedy Internet Explorer 8. For those of us 
looking for faster, more efficient ways to do things, Internet Explorer 
8 introduces Accelerators. With Accelerators you now have one-click 
access to some of your favorite web services to get things done faster.  
For instance, to map an address, simply highlight the address and 
click on the blue Accelerator icon and select “Bing Maps” to get the 
location on the map.  What was seven steps of copying and pasting, 
open new tabs, etc. is now a click away.  Or, if you come across text or 
a web page in a different language, choose to “Translate with Bing”. 
And to top it all off, you can search for more Accelerators to customize 
your Internet Explorer 8 experience:
